NOTES:
1. All service sets shall be placed within the ROW, a PUE or Avion Easement. Typically within the green strip between curb and sidewalk, 
    or as close to the property line as possible. No service, meter, or backflow assembly that falls under Avion tariffs shall be in concrete or asphalt,

2. 1" Double Strap Tapping Saddle w/ 1" Corp Stop (Mip x Comp)
    All water service lines shall be copper, unless approved by Avion Water.
3. A 3" sleeve is required for all full road crossings. If the water main is in the middle of the road, a sleeve will not be required.
